WHO CAN APPLY?

All certified personnel in the RBUSD can apply for an Innovative Teacher Mini-Grant. Proposals can be submitted by individual teachers, teams of teachers or certificated district personnel serving K through 12 students in RBUSD. 

WHAT IS CONSIDERED INNOVATIVE?

Innovation is everywhere, especially within teachers and in classrooms. Perhaps you are thinking about a new and creative approach or program to engage your students. If your idea has a meaningful and measureable outcome, enhances core curriculum, and benefits a large number of students (grade or subject level grants encouraged), your ideas would probably qualify. Send in an application and let us help you maximize your potential. 
WHO DECIDES?

To make sure that the teacher mini grants are distributed fairly, a Grant Review Committee (made up of four or more educators, volunteers, and RBEF Board Members) will independently evaluate each application. Grant content will be measured against 100 criteria points and averaged across all reviewers.  Equity of distribution across schools will be a consideration. Mini grants go to the most compelling and clearly defined projects.

The application itself is simple and straightforward, but completeness and clarity is a must. Applications missing information will not be considered, so please make sure to submit all required content and signatures.

Accepting Applications:  No later than October 7, 2011 
Applications Reviewed By:  October 19, 2011 
Decisions E-mailed to ALL Applicants By: October 31, 2011 

HOW DO I APPLY?

Fill out the application, save it as a Microsoft Word document, gain required signatures, scan the coversheet and 4-page application form as a pdf file and send it via email to: teachergrants@rbef.org   Please scan and send any supporting documents 
as a separate file with a copy of the cover sheet along with the grant application.

IF FUNDED, WHAT ARE MY RESPONSIBILITIES?

If your application is funded, then the deadline for completing your project and submitting a one-page impact report to RBEF is  June 1, 2012.  The one-page written impact report needs to include the following: 
I. BASIC INFORMATION: Type of grant received, name of project, lead teacher and others on team, number of students served, and total amount of money spent on the project; and

ii. IMPACT INFORMATION: how your project impacted your students/program, how it helped support an innovative teach approach or a college-going culture in the district, what worked and did not work.

REQUIRED DOCUMENTATION: A list of all major equipment and/or instructional materials purchased for the project, documentation that all purchased materials are inventoried with the RBUSD, and RBEF publicity release forms.

Please include all documentation and photographs with the one-page impact report.  Publicity release forms may be downloaded from the RBEF website: www.rbef.org
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GRANT CRITERIA  --  Due Dates Round- Oct 7, 2010
Your application will be evaluated based on the following criteria. 

Project’s Educational Value      (25 Points)
· Are there a large number of students benefited? 

· What need or opportunity will this project address? 
· Will there be a long-term impact on students/campus?
· Will materials and techniques be shared between schools, groups and grades?

· What are the measureable goals and how do they correlate to student performance and to the extension or achievement of district standards?

· What district standards are addressed?

Innovativeness of the Proposal           (20 points)
· How is this project innovative in a way that expands the learning of your students?

Innovation is defined as ‘new, creative approaches or programs that engage students’.  Awards will be granted for new projects or programs that are based on student needs, enhance core curriculum, for the benefit of students, with a meaningful measureable outcome that validates effectiveness of the program or project.  

College-readiness Culture Aspect of the Proposal           (20 points)
· Does this project tie into college readiness or preparation for completing the A-G requirements?
· Does this impact the school’s culture of college going preparation?

Impact Evaluation          (30 Points)
· After completion, what will your students understand or be able to do?
· What will be the student product or outcomes and how will it be measured?
· What assessment strategies will you use to determine what your students learned from this project?

· What is the implementation plan?

Please describe any specific examples of proposed samples or photographs that you are planning to submit as part of your one-page impact report. 

Budget           (5 Points)

Give a detailed budget for using the grant funds (include total amount requested should equal budget total).  

Examples of categories:  materials, equipment, and transportation

When submitting your impact report, please include photographs and product, program, or project descriptions.

· Oct 31 – Grant recipients to be notified of selection.
· Nov 3 – Checks for 80% of the grant to be distributed to recipients.
· November 3  – Grant recipients from Round 1 to be honored at the RBEF November Mixer.
· May 31  – Deadline for final payment. Grant recipients must submit scanned financial reimbursement receipts with a copy of the original budget description to: teachergrants@rbef.org
· June 1 – Deadline for final report and documentation. Grant recipients must submit their one-page impact report and required documentation, described under responsibilities on page 1, to receive an amount equal to expenses less the 80% already paid. Send to: teachergrants@rbef.org
